The Adventure Quest is a mini sporting adventure requiring teamwork, clue solving and a spirit of discovery.

There are two categories: adventure, for the accomplished multisport athlete, and social for the not so competitive.
Combining adventure, orienteering and treasure hunt, this unique event brings Adventure Racing in to the heart of the
Wakatipu basin and Queenstown, with an exciting route on foot and mountain bike.

From the TrustPower HQ marquee on Earnslaw Park, Queenstown, teams will be provided with a map and a sheet of clues.
Competitors will have a maximum of 6 hours to complete the course, and collect as many clues as possible by finding the
hidden tags whose locations are marked on the map. The teams that have collected the highest number of clues in the
shortest time, will win. Teams will be randomly instructed which section they do first. Once they have completed their first
section they will return to HQ to collect their second map and set of clues. Course length varies with the category entered.
Bike section: competitors mount their bike for an exciting ride taking one to three hours.

Trekking/Run section: this stage encompasses a walk/run in and around the hills of the central Wakatipu basin.

Teams will finally reach the finish line back at the TrustPower HQ, where results will be collated.

You will receive a copy of the map to begin pre-planning your course at registration. The maps will have circles drawn on
them, pinpointing locations that have a hidden tag. With the clues provided, you will need to find the hidden tags and record
the information written on them. Distance and technical difficulty vary with the category you’re in. You have a maximum
of 6 hours to complete your course. If you are late at the finish line, you will be penalised by having clues deducted.

If you’re over 30mins late, you’ll be disqualified. All entrants must carry the compulsory gear as listed below. The event
will be held in all but the most extreme weather conditions.

Competitors must respect private property and out of bounds areas. No fires, No dogs, No littering and No smoking during
the event.
